Locate Government Facilities Downtown When Possible

Public buildings hold a symbolic significance underscoring Torrington’s regional hub and
generates downtown employees and visitors that are economically significant. Torrington
should continue to consider Downtown locations as a higher priority when evaluating sites
for new municipal facilities.
